Introduction to the Scenarios From Africa 

Facilitation Training Materials
Purpose

The purpose of these materials is to provide a framework for conducting a workshop on how to facilitate discussion of the Scenarios from Africa films.  The goal of such a workshop is to help participants develop or enhance the skills needed to effectively facilitate an interactive discussion of the Scenarios from Africa films.
What is included in these materials?
This Introduction provides information about the facilitation training materials.  You should read it first.

The Training Manual is a curriculum of 14 sessions that make up the workshop.  The manual guides the workshop leaders through each session, and the workshop leader should have a copy of it with him/her during the entire workshop.  You should read the entire manual before beginning a training.

The Resources contain handouts and additional information that may be helpful in preparing for the workshop.  
Who Can Lead a Facilitation Skills Workshop?
People leading a facilitation skills workshop should be experienced in facilitating participatory discussions about HIV/AIDS.  Ideally, they will have experience using the Scenarios from Africa films.  Before leading a workshop, trainers should be familiar with all of the Scenarios from Africa films and should practice leading discussions of the Scenarios films.  

Ideally, each workshop will be lead by 2-3 trainers.  This way there will always be someone available to lead discussions and someone to take notes.  
Participatory Training Approach
The workshop sessions are interactive and participatory.  They are focused on the participant, not the trainer.  The role of the workshop leader is to facilitate the learning process for participants.  This involves helping participants to think in new ways, reflect, interact with others, share ideas, and practice facilitation skills.  In this participatory approach, everyone—participants and trainers—bring their own valuable ideas, knowledge, and experience to the group.  Everyone teaches and everyone learns.  
This approach may sometimes be challenging.  People typically teach the way they themselves have been taught.  Most schools do not use a participatory approach.  The workshop leaders are demonstrating a different approach to communication.  This approach helps participants to develop the skills and confidence necessary to facilitate participatory discussions of the Scenarios films.  

HIV/AIDS Training
This workshop is not a training in information about HIV/AIDS.  There are many training guides which provide information about HIV/AIDS.  If potential Scenarios from Africa facilitators do not already have basic information about HIV/AIDS, you should consider offering HIV/AIDS training before offering the facilitation workshop.  If you are not sure about participants’ level of HIV/AIDS knowledge, you may want to begin with a short session that reviews basic facts about HIV/AIDS.
